Dear Parents,

we need full support and cooperation. We would appreciate if you adhere to the
following points:

1. Speak with your child in English.

2. Encourage reading habits.

3. Read out story-books and after finishing the story discuss it with your child.

4. Encourage Word Building and Picture Talk.

The teachers are trying to encourage the children to use simple words, phrases and
sentences like:-

* May I go to play?

* May I borrow your pencil / eraser / sharpener?

* | have finished my work.

* Ma’am, may I go for the convenience?

* Ma’am, may I go to quench my thirst?

* Ma’am, may I come in please?

* Ma’am, may I go to wash my hands?

* Ma’am, may I sit in the front row as I can’t see from the back?
* Ma’am, I came late as I missed my bus.

Use of magic words like excuse me, sorry, thanks, please.

* When asking for something, say “Please.”

* When receiving something, say “Thank you.”

* If you need to get somebody’s attention right away, the phrase “excuse me” is the
most polite way for you to enter the conversation.

* Knock on closed doors and wait to see if there’s a response before entering.

Children can be encouraged to use simple words and sentences at home also.
For Example —

* Mummy, can I lay the table today?

* Grandpa, should I come with you for a walk?

* Mummy, can I get you a glass of water?

* Papa, please teach me how to ride a bicycle.

* Mummy, can I join the summer workshop in the school?

* Didi, can you help me find my English note book?

* Papa, can we go cycling together today?
